Thousands of shipments of radioactive
materials of all kinds are transported
daily on international and national
routes. These consignments, which are
carried by road, rail, sea, air and inland
waterway, can range from smoke
detectors and cobalt sources for
medical uses as well as nuclear fuel
cycle materials for electricity
generation. The safety measures have
been developed to protect people,
property and the environment against
the hazards posed by these transport
activities. The International Atomic
Energy Agency (IAEA) has published a
version of harmonized regulations
known as TS-R-1 for the safe transport
of radioactive material worldwide by all
means of transport.

PNRA intends to adopt in toto these
IAEA regulations (TS-R-1 2003
Version) as national regulations for the
safe transport of radioactive material.
In order to provide awareness and in-
depth knowledge on the application of
these IAEA regulations to PAEC
personnel, DOS organized a Training
Course on Safe Transport of
Radioactive Material based on the
requirements of |AEA Transport
Regulations (TS-R-1 2003 Version)
from 27 November to 01 December,
2006 at ICCC Islamabad. The Course
was inaugurated by Mr. Tarig Osman
Hyder, Additional Secretary, Ministry of
Foreign Affairs in a simple ceremony.
DGs & Directors of various PAEC
Establishments and officials from SPD
attended the function.

Sixty five (65) participants from
PAEC projects, SPD Security
Division and PAEC Security
Directorate attended this Course.
Members of teaching faculty
comprising of officers from DOS,
DNFC, PINSTECH, NORI, KNC-I,
Chairman Secretariat, Security
Division, SPD delivered lectures on
relevanttopics.

A total of twenty lectures were
delivered during the course of five
days including seventeen (17)
lectures on various topics related to
TS-R-1 requirements and three
lectures on the implementation of
these regulations. The speakers
prepared their lectures extensively
and delivered them in a
comprehensive and elaborative
manner.

The participants were provided folders
containing copies of the IAEA
regulations TS-R-1 and IAEA Advisory
Material. The IAEA Advisory Material
provides the explanation of the
requirements of transport regulations
TS-R-1 in greater detail and also the
basis for determining the dose rate on
the surface of the package or on
radioactive material depending on the
type of package. In addition the
participants were also provided a CD
containing relevant documents issued
by IAEA for the implementation of these
regulations. These documents
included:

i) Regulations for the Safe Transport
of Radioactive Material.

i) Advisory Material for the IAEA
Regulations for the Safe Transport
of Radioactive Material.

iii) Radiation Protection Programs for
Transport of Radioactive Material.

iv) Planning and Preparing for
Emergency Response to Transport
Accidents involving Radioactive
Material.

v) Compliance Assurance for the Safe
Transport of Radioactive Material.

vi) Management Systems for the Safe
Transport of Radioactive Material.

vii) IAEA Safety Glossary.

Two separate IAEA videos on Safe
Transport of Radioactive Material each
of twenty minutes duration were also
shown to the participants elucidating
the package preparation and various
tests required to be conducted on the
package. These videos were very
much appreciated by the participants
as being very informative.

PAEC’s Non-destructive Testing Centre helps promote
quality capability in the local industry

Trains 1967 Quality Control Personnel

PAEC’'s National Centre for Non-
destructive Testing (NCNDT) is
undertaking the task of training the
industrial community of the country in
various non-destructive testing
techniques like ultrasonic testing,
radiographic testing, eddy-current
testing, dye-penetrant testing,
magnetic particle testing and visual
testing, etc.

Taking a humble start from offering 3
training courses in 1987, the annual
number of training courses rose to
peak 14 in 1996 wherein parallel
courses were run simultaneously in
different lecture halls. The average is
however 9-10 courses in ayear. These
courses are of 3-4 weeks duration
apart from a dozen of non-certification
courses that are of 1-2 weeks duration,
2 or 3 of which are staggered within the
main course stream planned ahead.

Certification is done according to
PAEC document PAEC/SES/NDT-
001, which fulfils the minimum
requirements of the international
standard 1SO 9712 and IAEA TECH.
DOC. 628. The passing criteria are
stringent. Up till now the Centre has
organized 175 courses in which 1967
participants have been declared
successful.

Recently, a level-2 Visual Testing
Course has been conducted from 11-
22 December, 2006 with the
collaboration of IAEA. Atotal of eleven
participants attended the course. This
course was a requirement to
undertake in-service inspection of C-I
during its re-fuelling outage-4
scheduled in February 2007.

Mr. Gu Bin from Nuclear Non-
destructive Testing, Shanghai, China
and Mr. Pei Weinong from Sanmen
Nuclear Power Company, China were
the IAEA experts who conducted the
course and certification examination.
All the participants passed the course.
At the end of the course certificate
distribution ceremony was held and
the occasion was graced by Mr. Zia ul
Hasan Siddiqui, Member Power,
PAEC asthe chief guest.

Apart from above, NCNDT has
successfully completed a non-

certification course on Eddy-Current
Testing at M/s. Engro Chemicals,
Daharki on 15" December. Yet another
in-house level-2 Radiographic Testing
training course exclusively for PAC,
Kamra ended on 7" December.

It is Centre's endeavour that the
certificate it issues enjoy international
accreditation. For this purpose, a joint
project between the Australian Institute
for Non-destructive Testing (AINDT)
and the National Centre for Non-
Destructive Testing (NCNDT), Pakistan
was carried out to assist NCNDT to
document its Quality System in

accordance with the 1SO 9712 (2005)
"Non-Destructive Testing-Qualification
and Certification of Personnel" and
17024 (2003): "Conformity
Assessment-General Requirements
for Bodies Operating Certification of
Persons". Such a documented Quality
System is an essential requirement
for the accreditation of NCNDT's
Certification Scheme by an
internationally recognized
accreditation body. The project was
carried out in Wollongong, Australia
from 23 October, 2006 to 1°
November, 2006. A 4-member NCNDT
team studied and discussed the

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documentation of the AINDT
Certification Scheme's Quality System.
AINDT desires a long term cooperative
relationship with NCNDT. The first step
towards such a co-operation would be
that NCNDT becomes an Authorized
Qualification Body (AQB) of AINDT
whence it would be able to conduct
qualification examinations and issue
certificates on behalf or AINDT which
has already been accredited by JAS-
ANZ. Further cooperation will be
extended to provide ongoing support
for the development of the quality
manual and in other technical areas. At
a later stage NCNDT can apply for
the accreditation by JAS-ANZ .

The accreditation of NCNDT
Certification Scheme to an
internationally recognized
accreditation body will not only enable
NCNDT to qualify and certify NDT
personnel who will carry out NDT
inspections in the nuclear island of a
nuclear power plant but will also assist
NCNDT to achieve the objectives of
harmonization of its Certification
Scheme with the Certification Scheme
of IAEA/RCAMember States.

In addition to training courses, NCNDT
also provides inspection and testing
services to the national industry to
acquire quality competitiveness. It is
Centre's pride that the work of in-service
inspection of C-l is assigned to it.

32" International Nathiagali Summer College on
Physics and Contemporary Needs, Nathiagali,
(June 25 - July 7, 2007)

International Nathiagali Summer
Colleges (INSC) on Physics and
Contemporary Needs have been
organized every year since 1976,
mostly at the scenic hill resort near
Islamabad, Pakistan. The idea of
holding these Colleges came from the
distinguished Nobel Laureate.
Professor Abdus Salam who
emphasized the vital need of
communication, as well as for
transferring and sharing scientific
knowledge, among the scientific
community of the Third World. The
primary aim of these Colleges is to
break the isolation of the scientists in
the developing countries by enabling
them to interact with an international

faculty and colleagues from the Third
World.

The college is primarily intended for
scientists actively engaged in teaching
and research activities in developing
countries. Advance graduate students
from Pakistan are also encouraged to
attend. About two hundred scientists
from a large number of developing
nations benefit from this scientific
discourse. During the last thirty years,
more than 550 eminent scientists
including six Nobel Laureates shared
their knowledge and experience with
nearly 6000 scientists from over
seventy developing countries.

Pakistan Atomic Energy Commission
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has regularly organized this scientific
activity. From the 26" College, the
scientific program of the College is
being jointly organized in collaboration
with the National Centre for Physics,
Quaid-i-Azam University, Islamabad.
The regular sponsors of the College
include the Abdus Salam International
Centre for Theoretical Physics

First Activity (June 25-June 30, 2007)
Nuclear Energy & New Energy
Technologies

Current projections estimate that the
energy needs of the world will more
than double by the year 2040. This is
coupled with increasing demand for
clean energy sources of energy thatdo
not add to the already high levels of
carbon dioxide and other pollutants in
the environment. These coupled
challenges simply cannot be met by the
existing technologies. Major scientific
breakthroughs will be required to
provide reliable, economic solutions.
This will be the main theme of first week
of 32" International Nathiagali Summer
College on Physics and Contemporary
Needs. During this week, the topics to
be included are: nuclear fission and
fusion energy, renewable and solar
energy, fuel cells and hydrogen and
energy biosciences in particular energy
biotechnology. In these discussions
nano-scale science, engineering and
technology is identified as cross cutting
areas where research may provide
solutions and insights to long-standing
technical problems and scientific
guestions.

Second Activity (July 02-July 07, 2007)
Technology and Applications of
Synchrotron Light Source

Synchrotron Radiation Sources have
become a highly potent technological
tool for a broad range of disciplines
including physics, chemistry, materials
and biology. Many countries have their
own SRS systems while others share
their resources like in SESAME. There
has been discussions among the
scientific community about the option of
building a SRS in Pakistan. That option
may become a reality in the next few
years. The upcoming scenario in
Pakistan is of synchrotron related
activities in the next few years. It
coincides with the heightened scientific
activity in Pakistan. Therefore, the
second week of the 32™ Natiagali
Summer College is devoted to the
Technology and Applications of
Synchrotron Radiation Sources. Bulk
of the lectures and talks will aim at
synchrotron accelerator technology, as
well as the design and uses of
beamlines. While the speakers are
expected to address the technical and
scientific aspects of synchrotron light
sources, the audience will be from a
broad range of disciplines including
physics, engineering, chemistry,
materials and biology.
